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Circuit Rider, Pro Bono Net

Liz Keith is a Circuit Rider at Pro Bono Net, a national nonprofit that works in close partnership with nonprofit legal organizations across the country to increase access to justice for poor and moderate-income people and other vulnerable populations. Pro Bono Net seeks to do so through (i) innovative use of technology by the nonprofit legal sector (ii) increasing participation by volunteers, and (iii) facilitating collaborations among nonprofit legal organizations and advocates working on similar issues or in the same region. To that end, Pro Bono Net works with nearly 30 states to create statewide websites with two dimensions: an online portal for low income people who have a legal problem; and an online portal providing resource and support for legal advocates working on behalf of the poor. 

In her role as Circuit Rider, Liz provides consulting and support to website coordinators in each state on strategic technology planning, developing and maintaining legal content, working with project stakeholders, website marketing, and evaluation. She holds a self-tailored master’s degree in community informatics from the University of Michigan, focusing on how information and communications technologies can support social, cultural and econonomic development within communities. While in graduate school Liz served as a consultant to community information projects for the Alliance for Community Technology and the Digital Partners Social Enterprise Laboratory.
Prior to graduate school, Liz served as director of communications and development for the Maine Women’s Policy Center, a nonprofit focused on economic security, civil rights, health care and freedom from violence in Maine and New England. She now lives in the San Francisco Bay area.
