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If you’re trying to save your home from foreclosure, stay away from any person who:

* promises to stop the foreclosure — even if you don’t have any money.
« tells you not to contact your lender, lawyer, or a housing counselor.

« tells you to transfer the deed or title to your home to someone else (especially if they
promise to return the title to you later).

« charges you a fee before providing you with any sérvices.

e accepts payment only by cashier’s check or wire transfer.

* pushes you to lease your home so you can buy it back over time.

« tells you to make your mortgage payments directly to him, rather than to your lender.
« offers to fill out paperwork for you. '

* pressures you to sign paperwork you haven’t had a chance to read or that you don’t
understand.

If you’re having trouble paying your mortgage or you have gotten a foreclosure notice,
contact your lender immediately.
