CCHI National Healthcare Interpreter Certification Update - Cindy not able to join today.  We have sent out an announcement regarding certification process.  In WA we do have a cert process through DSHS, but we are the only one that has that process.  This is significant because they certify more than 7 languages.  We are glad it has become a national effort.  Two national efforts undergoing on this topic.  
WASCLA Incorporation Update – Have filed for EIN, that will be the lead in to file the actual application.  We have received $250 towards the start-up fund.  These fee’s will increase once we move to the Federal application.  If you are interested in donating to the start-up fund, you will find founding members donation line on the registration form, and please make check’s payable to WITS.  Please get them in as soon as possible and will be very helpful while we are going through this start-up process.

RX Meeting – Last week had the first meeting ever in WA to discuss pharmacies and language access.  Reps from pharmacies schools and hospitals and pharmacies attended.  Can send resource list developed from the meeting.  Starting discussion, talked about laws passed in NY, and CA has a general LA law.  This will be a work in progress under WASCLA.  Looking into setting a new meeting for October 29th.  Meeting went very well.  
NY state laws – Civil rights provision, very similar to Title VI.  Settlement agreements between Attorney General and 5 major pharmacies to translate several documents and look into on-site interpreting by person/phone.
